Background

In February 2009, the Children’s Bioethics Centre was the grateful recipient of a donation raised through sales for the Royal Children’s Hospital Paediatric Handbook.   These funds have been used to create the ‘RCH Paediatric Handbook Clinical Ethics Bursary’.
The Bursary will be awarded for the purposes of providing opportunities for building capacity in clinical ethics on the RCH Campus.  Preference will be given to candidates with a demonstrated interest in ethics.

Eligibility

The Bursary is intended for an individual RCH, MCRI or University of Melbourne staff member interested in undertaking a project, participating in or conducting education, research, or travel that will contribute towards the overall direction and strategic plan for the Children’s Bioethics Centre.  
Finance

One bursary of up to $4,000 will be awarded.
Selection Criteria

· The Bursary is primarily intended to assist staff members to increase their ethics knowledge and expertise by undertaking travel, research and/or further education. 
· Preference will be given to applicants who do not have access to, or have limited access to, other means of financial support.

· The Bursary may be held in conjunction with another scholarship although preference will be given to candidates without other support.

· All applications will be assessed by a selection panel comprising staff from the Children’s Bioethics Centre and several nominees from the Paediatric Handbook’s editorial group.  

· The panel may require applicants to attend a brief interview. 

· Where more than one application is received from a Department, that Department Head will be asked to assist the Selection panel by assigning an order of merit to their Department’s applications.

· Bursary recipients agree to submit a report in writing as to their activities and findings made during the Bursary period and present their findings to the Children’s Bioethics Centre team. 
· Applicants will be notified of the outcome of the selection process in writing in early August and will be formally acknowledged by RCH Bulletin and via the Children’s Bioethics Centre website www.rch.org.au\bioethics

A reference from one professional referee and the applicant’s Department Head should be supplied on the templates provided.
