Position Description

Allergy Immunology Fellow
1. Attend Outpatient Clinics (three times weekly).

a. Undertake clinical assessment, investigation and management of patients referred to Allergy Immunology

b. Perform and interpret skin prick tests under supervision of Consultant Allergist/Immunologist.

2. Triage referrals to the Allergy & Immunology Department Outpatient clinics.

3. Attend Allergy and Immunology Challenge/Immunotherapy Day Stay weekly
a. Perform food and drug challenges on Allergy Immunology patients admitted to the Day Medical Unit under the supervision of Consultant Allergist/Immunologist.

b. Perform Immunotherapy under supervision of Consultant Allergist/Immunologist.

4. Attend Multidisciplinary Clinics as required including:
a. Mastocytosis Clinic – Dermatology Ground Floor Red Desk every 3 months

b. Immunodeficiency post transplantation – Oncology 6th Floor as dictated by patient attendance

5. Perform ward consultations on inpatients referred to the Allergy and Immunology Department and present to Consultant Clinical Allergist/Immunologist for discussion.

6. Responsible for the day-to-day care of inpatients admitted under the Allergy and Immunology Department, working with resident staff in Medical Unit D.

7. Attend weekly Intravenous Immunoglobulin (IVIG) Infusion Clinic to review patients receiving intravenous immunoglobulin.

8. Attend Weekly Allergy Immunology Case Presentation meeting, and present patient findings to Consultants for discussion.

9. Attend the weekly Immunology Laboratory reporting meetings to discuss results of immune function testing.

10. Attend the weekly Immunology Seminar Series and make presentations as required.

11. Be familiar with issues involved in the performance of immunological tests, and provide interpretation and comments on the results of these tests under the supervision of the Consultant Clinical Immunologist.

12. Be available as a resource to the Immunology Laboratory scientists for queries relating to immunological testing / results.

13. Perform a research project under the supervision of the Department Head of Allergy and Immunology Department, where required.

If undertaking pathology training:
14.  Responsible for weekly reporting of high level and abnormal results under supervision of Consultant Immunopathologist. 
15. Attend the weekly Immunology Laboratory business meeting.
