Department’s purpose or mission statement
The Centre for Adolescent Health’s vision is to make the difference to young people’s health by advancing adolescent health knowledge, practice and policy. The Centre for Adolescent Health sees young people aged from 10-24 years, but clinical services are mostly provided to those of secondary school age.

Individual training or development objectives
This position provides the fellow with the opportunity to further develop and refine clinical skills in adolescent health with a combination of inpatient and outpatient clinical responsibility. It also provides the opportunity for further professional development through participation in clinical and research meetings, education sessions, and the opportunity to complete a research project in the area of adolescent health. 

Qualifications and experience required
Medical degree (registrable in Victoria)

Advanced trainees (Part 1 FRACP) adult/ paediatric preferred, but consideration given to other trainees (eg General Practice, obstetrics/gynaecology) 

Position summary
· Provide medical/referral services in a range of clinical settings, including:

· Outpatient clinics, Centre for Adolescent Health

· Young People’s Health Service, King street, Melbourne

· Adolescent inpatient program – ward service

· Weekly intake meeting

· Participate in a range of professional development tasks:

· Participate in regular clinical meetings (eg CD Teen, Healthy eating meeting,…)

· Prepare and participate in clinical presentations as appropriate

· Assist with clinical audits, development of guidelines etc

· Assist with medical student teaching

· Completion of Family Planning Certificate in Sexual and Reproductive Health (optional)

· Research and evaluation:

· The fellow will perform a research project during the year. 

Key areas of responsibility within the department

Inpatients:

Adolescent fellow provides first-on call for adolescent ward service (with consultant back-up at all times). Ward service runs in 2 week blocks. During the duty time the fellow functions as a junior consultant and is encouraged to make decisions about clinical management and discharge planning as appropriate. Their role is equally to support the function of the Adolescent Registrar.


Outpatients:


1. Outpatient Clinics, Centre for Adolescent Health
A minimum of 2 sessions per week. At least one session is a Healthy Eating Clinic, one is a General Adolescent Clinic.

Anorexia Nervosa Assessment Clinic. Each Tuesday morning, Fellow rostered 1:4 to work alongside psychiatrist, 2 mental health workers, dietician and eating disorders specialist nurse in assessing a young person for ?anorexia. Well supervised by both adolescent medical and mental health team.

Adolescent Health Clinic: Patients are referred for intake by hospital paediatricians and GPs. This clinic deals with a range of general medical problems and also problems more specific to adolescence including depression and other mental health concerns, behavioural issues, somatisation disorders, school related disorders such as bullying, school refusal and learning difficulties and family conflicts. There are good opportunities for medical and mental health supervision. 

2. Young People’s Health Service, King Street: The fellow does a weekly session at YPHS.  YPHS provides a primary health care service for homeless or socially disadvantaged young people. Presenting problems include general primary care, drug related issues, sexual health, and mental health. 

Teaching:

The fellow will :

· assist with the medical student teaching programme for students from the University of Melbourne. 

· Organise program of speakers for the Wednesday morning teaching sessions.
