Department’s purpose or mission statement
The Centre for Adolescent Health’s vision is to make the difference to young people’s health by advancing adolescent health knowledge, practice and policy. The Centre for Adolescent Health sees young people aged from 10-24 years, but clinical services are mostly provided to those of secondary school age.

Individual training or development objectives

This position provides the registrar with the opportunity to learn and develop clinical skills in adolescent health with a combination of inpatient and outpatient clinical responsibility. A large component of the inpatient workload is the management of patients with eating disorders, primarily anorexia nervosa. The registrar will coordinate the multidisciplinary management of this patient group. There is also exposure to a diverse range of other health issues in adolescents including those with chronic illness. The registrar will become proficient at screening for health risk factors as well as resilience factors in adolescents by utilising the HEADSS approach.

· Responsible for coordinating care with mental health, dietetics, and other teams as required

· Expected to complete all discharge summaries in a timely manner

· Present all inpatients at weekly clinical meeting

Outpatients

· To attend one general outpatient session per week with consultant supervision
