It is for the remaining few percent that the Neonatal Resuscitation Program is designed to help"

The Australian Neonatal Resuscitation Program is based on the North American NRP (Neonatal Resuscitation Program), which is based on the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) and American Heart Association's International Guidelines for Emergency Cardiovascular Care of the Newborn. 

The primary aim of the course is to teach standardised delivery room resuscitation algorithms, to enable the doctor/midwife/nurse to effectively deliver basic resuscitation, and to function within a team to deliver more advanced resuscitation.

Topics covered during this course include:

· Principles of Neonatal Resuscitation

· Initial steps in Neonatal Resuscitation

· Use of Bag and Mask and Neopuff device

· External cardiac compressions in the newborn

· Endotracheal intubation

· Medications used in Neonatal Resuscitation

· Special considerations for the Newborn requiring resuscitative measures.

The next ANRP course will be run at the Mackinnon School of Nursing, Lecture room 2, Level 7, South East Building, Royal Children's Hospital, Parkville. The course will be run on Friday August 5th, 2005 from 08:15 am until 2:00 pm. The course will include some brief lectures, but the focus of the course will be on acquisition of practical skills required in Neonatal resuscitation, with a written and clinical examination at the end of the day. Participants who successfully complete the course will be provided with a Certificate of Completion.

Course places are limited. Cost of the course is $200 which will include cost of the NRP Manual (including CR ROM), postage of manual to participants, morning tea and lunch. The course fee is payable in advance and cancellation within one week of the course will result in forfeiture of the fee. 

Participation in this course requires that participants are familiar with the NRP manual PRIOR to attending. Much of the theoretical information will be covered during the day, however the focus of the course will be on practical skills.
