Emergency Management

· Usual reason for emergency presentation:  Abdo pain +/- fever.  [name] is usually given IV morphine in emergency and +/- commenced on IV abs.  On the ward he is seen by the pain team and given a PCA.  An Anti-emetic is often given in conjunction with narcotic analgesia. 

Access
· Infusaport Mobile and difficult to needle,(often malrotated may need manipulation prior to accessing)

· 2.5 cm (or longer) infusaport needle and opsite (allergic to tegaderm) 
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
