Hirschsprung-associated enterocolitis (HAEC)
is a common, and potentially life-threatening 
complication of Hirschsprung disease (HD).

HAEC may present with:
• Explosive diarrhoea
• Vomiting
• Abdominal distension

• High temperature 
• Lethargy
• Shock
