
• �Create safe play areas for children — keep play areas 
away from driveways and roads.

• �Children should be within eyesight of an adult at all 
times while outdoors.

• �Mulch, river sand, rubber and other soft materials 
can create a softer landing place in case of falls from 
play equipment.

• �Riding on tractors, mowers, all-terrain vehicles (ATVs), 
quad bikes and trailers is dangerous for children.
