Description of Condition





Please note that the school is responsible for (Students name) learning program during hospitalisation. The program should be negotiated with their hospital-based teachers to maximise continuity of learning and care.





(Student) has severe kidney disease. His/Her kidney function is so small that he now requires the assistance of a procedure called Haemodialysis to ensure his blood is clean and he can continue to grow and attend school.





In order for him to receive this treatment, he needed to have a plastic tube inserted into a large vein in his upper right chest. This tube is called a permcath.





The permcath has stitches in it to anchor it to his chest, as well as a “cuff” along it’s length that his skin will grow into, and most likely has already. A clear sticky dressing provides further anchorage and together, these measures immobilise the catheter very well, preventing it from coming out.





(Student) should wear clothing that keeps the tube close to his chest, such as a singlet. He can’t get the tube wet, so swimming is not allowed. He should be encouraged to participate in non-contact sport at school as tolerated. Basketball and Down-ball, Cricket and Athletics are all suitable activities.





Please follow the guidelines below, should there be any problems with the Permcath. 





The major risk of having a Permcath is infection.
