300,000+ Specialist Clinic appointments, 90,000+ Emergency Department presentations and 20,000 elective surgeries.

KEY ACCOUNTABILITIES 

• Preparation of non-cytotoxic injections and IV solutions in Biological Safety Cabinet.  This includes worksheet 

preparation, initial calculations, label preparation and maintenance of patient records, as well as aseptic 

manufacture, under supervision.  

• Preparation of cytotoxic injections, IV solutions and other products in suitable Cytotoxic Safety Cabinets and 

approved work areas 

• Stock control (stock ordering, stock level control), batch recording, expiry date control, stocking shelves.  Liaise 

with the Pharmacy Purchasing Officer, under supervision.  

• Cleaning laminar flow cabinets.  

• Contribution to sterile/aseptic manufacturing workflow  

• General clerical duties, including answering telephones, filing, record keeping. 

• General dispensing duties including PBS dispensing, in-patient dispensing and patient record keeping, under 

supervision. 

• Maintenance of Section 100 and PBS dispensing records.  

• Liaison with prescribers regarding prescription requirements and maintain all records needed. 

• Other duties as specified by supervisor.

• Experience with manufacturing sterile and non-sterile products
